Leamington Spa Art Gallery & Museum is in the
Royal Pump Rooms, on The Parade, opposite
Jephson Gardens.
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If travelling by car, leave the M40 at Junction 13
northbound or Junction 14 southbound and follow
directions into Leamington Spa on the A452. Follow
signs for the town centre.

The Royal Pump Rooms is a 10 minute walk from
Leamington Spa Railway Station.There are direct
rail services from London Marylebone, Birmingham,
Oxford and Coventry.

PARKING

There is limited parking directly outside the Royal
Pump Rooms with parking reserved for disabled
visitors 10 metres from the entrance.
