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VEHICLE CRIME

You Said:

· You were concerned about the level of vehicle crime in areas of North Leamington

· You were concerned that residents and visitors alike were unaware of the high-risk areas

· You wanted to be informed about what action was being taken to address the problem generally

We Did:

· Formed a Vehicle Crime Sub-Group made up of Local Councillors, Police, PCSO’s, Neighbourhood Watch and Warwick District and Warwickshire County Council officers

· Organised high-profile ‘Action Days’ to meet and greet motorists on the street as they parked their vehicles in ‘hotspot’ areas.

· Delivered information packs including car and house window stickers with an anti-vehicle crime theme to residents in ‘hotspot’ areas

· Carried out a Neighbourhood Watch recruitment campaign in ‘hotspot’ areas by delivering literature to each and every household

· Secured high-level local media coverage via local radio and newspaper articles further heightening awareness of the problem

· Extended use of the ‘Vulnerable Vehicle Scheme’ to Neighbourhood Watch members with the agreement of Warwickshire Police

· Designed and commissioned the production of street signs with an anti-vehicle crime message aimed at warning motorists and deterring potential offenders. These are prominent in ‘hotspot’ areas

· Warwickshire Police initiated Operation Delph – increased Police patrols and use of targeted ‘stop and search’ in ‘hotspot’ areas

· Ensured referral of arrested vehicle crime offenders with drugs issues to treatment programmes
Is it working?

· The Vehicle Crime Sub-Group set itself a target of 20% reduction in vehicle crime in North Leamington

ROAD SAFETY

You Said:

· You were concerned about the speed of motorist on the trunk roads in the North Leamington Area

· You were concerned about illegally and poorly parked vehicles within local areas. 

We Did:

· Officers from the Leamington North SNT completed 3 x high visibility speeding operations.

· Police Issued 11 £60 Endorsable Fixed Penalty Notice Tickets to drivers and warned a further 4 drivers.

· Provided high visibility patrol in school areas providing advice and warning drivers about park obstructions.

· Liased with Warwickshire Speed Aware and arranged for ‘flashing signs’ to be strategically located within the Leamington North Area.

· Police issued warning letters to illegally and inconsiderately parked vehicles on an ongoing basis, paying particular focus to Kenilworth Road and Rugby Road achieving a significant improvement. 

· Police issued £30 fines to continual parking offenders in areas such as Kenilworth Road, Rugby Road and the Kennedy/St Paul’s Square area.

CYCLING

You Said:

· You were concerned about pavement abuse by cyclists causing danger to pedestrians

· You were concerned about the dangers of inconsiderate parking to cyclists in the immediate vicinity of schools

· You wanted improved cycle path designation and new routes e.g. Leamington to Kenilworth and that the new cycle path to North Leamington School was unsafe and inadequate

We Did:

· Liaised with Safer Routes to School to ensure that Cycling Proficiency Courses were being promoted and delivered in local schools

· Made links with the Warwick District Cycle Forum to highlight issues raised by the Forum and agree to work and lobby together 

· PCSOs & Police carried out additional patrols around schools to monitor situation

· Met with Transport Planning Officer, WCC, and community forums will be consulted on the new Local Transport Plan (2011 +) which will include proposals for a cycle route between Leamington and Kenilworth

· Undertook research into pedestrian v cycle collisions for North Leamington over last 10 years (Stats available on request) to determine reality of situation

· Safer Routes to School will monitor, at our request, the safeness and effectiveness of the North Leamington School cycle route over the next 6 months
