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County Revenue Wide Funding:
The main County Wide revenue resource is the LPSA2 reward money. This was originally £1,430,000 – with the reduction in reward funds, the current working assumption, to be confirmed by PSB is that we now have 50% of this funding, £715,000.
The only other County – wide funding, which is available in 2010/11 only, is the Housing Challenge money, totalling £119,000. Because of delays in project implementation, we are likely to be able to claim only a proportion of this.
