Temperance is located in a prominent 
position on the corner of Bath Street and 
Regency Place in the old town.  It opened in 
May 2018 after an award-winning renovation.  
In November 2019, we were voted the 
‘Peoples Choice’ in the Leamington Business 
Awards.

We closed on March 17th, re-opening on 24th

July.  We are unable to do any of the events 
we did prior to lockdown and the café has
restricted capacity because of social 
distancing.  We need external seating to 
survive.  This will be done sympathetically. 



Planters
Six of these have been made from marine 
ply, painted dark green to match exterior with 
gold stencils.  These are mounted on heavy 
duty castors so they can be moved in at night. 
For safety, castors are fitted with brakes.

Tables and chairs
Folding tables and chairs are made from
wood.   These are painted to match the 
exterior of the building and the planters.



Awnings

Awnings
Two awnings will be procured in a dark green to match façade.  The one 
on Bath Street will be 6m long and extend when open to 3m to cover 
tables and chairs. The one on Regent Place will be 2m wide and extend 
just 1.5m to cover a table and chairs.  This side area will be the smoking 
area.
